The Heart of America PT-13 is
powered by a Lycoming radial engine making 300 hp. Spark ignition is provided by a double magneto system
with a pair of independent spark plugs serving each cylinder. This redundancy is critical should an electrical

failure occur during flight.

Toni Hall’s Chocolate Raspberry Cheesecake

Ingredients:

1 Ready Crust (I like the shortbread crust, but
chocolate or graham would be good too)

2 pkgs. (3 oz. each) cream cheese, softened

1 can (14 o0z.) sweetened condensed milk (NOT
evaporated milk)

1 egg

3 Tbsp. lemon juice

1 tsp. vanilla extract

1 cup fresh or frozen raspberries

Chocolate Glaze:
2 (1 oz. each) squares semi-sweet baking chocolate
"/a cup whipping cream

Step 1
Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

Step 2

'With mixer, beat cream cheese until fluffy; gradu-
ally beat in sweetened condensed milk until
smooth. Add egg, lemon juice, and vanilla; mix
well.

Step 3

Arrange raspberries on bottom of crust. Slowly
pour cheese mixture over fruit. Bake 30 to 35
minutes or until center is almost set. Cool.

Step 4

In small saucepan, over low heat, melt the semi-
sweet baking chocolate with whipping

cream. Cook and stir until thickened and
smooth. Remove from heat.

Step 5 Top cheesecake with chocolate glaze;
chill. Garnish as desired. Refrigerate leftovers.

**This cheesecake is also good without the fruit!

1 half-pint package fresh raspberries

2 cup granulated sugar (I use granulated Splenda
that measures the same as sugar)
